Day 1 USA-Ireland. Depart USA for overnight flight to Ireland. Dinner and in-flight entertainment is served shortly after take-off.

Day 2 Dublin. Morning arrival at Dublin Airport where you are greeted by your Driver/Guide. Leaving the airport we travel to a nearby venue

finery can be found at the famous Avoca Woolen Mills. We continue to Arklow (Ian’s home town). Overnight Arklow Bay Hotel.

Day 4 Arklow-New Ross-Midleton-Kinsale. After breakfast we depart Arklow and travel along the Irish Coast to New Ross. You will then
October 21 | follow in the footsteps of a group of Famine emigrants as you board the Dunbrody Famine Ship. A ticket is issued as if it was 1849, and

Sunday this ticket allocates your space and food rations for the voyage ahead. You will explore the ship, fitted out exactly as it would be for a
voyage. You will encounter actors, playing the role of emigrants, in their cramped quarters with their meager possessions, fleeing as they
are a worse catastrophe. They will tell you their harrowing stories of being forced to emigrate. A member of the crew will tell you the
story of other voyages and all about life on board a sailing ship. We continue to Midleton Distillery. We will enjoy a tour here. Visitors
can see the largest Pot Still in the work with a capacity of 32,000 gallons and the Old Waterwheel manufactured in 1825 to provide motive
power prior to the days of electricity, and still turning today. It is on to the picturesque Artist Town of Kinsale. Kinsale now known as
“The Gourmet Capital of Ireland’ is a series of winding streets in a picture perfect backdrop filled with local artisan wares. Overnight
Actons Hotel.

Day 5 Kinsale. Kinsale. After breakfast plenty of time to explore this artist haven. We will enjoy a morning panoramic tour and you will have
October 22 | the afternoon free. Kinsale in County Cork is one of the most picturesque, popular and fashionable resorts of the south-west coast of

Monday Ireland. Famous for its beautiful yachting, sea angling, gourmet restaurants and golf. Charles Fort, a popular attraction was constructed
in the late 17th century on the site of an earlier coastal fortification. Charles Fort is a classic example of a star-shaped fort and has five
bastions. The two seaward bastions, the Devil's and the Charles' were for defending the harbor and both are casemated - that is, they have
gun embrasures inside as well as on top of the walls. Desmond Castle, (French Prison) Cork Street, Kinsale, built as a custom house by the
Earl of Desmond c. AD 1500. Desmond Castle has had a colorful history, ranging from Spanish occupation in 1601 to use as a prison for
captured American sailors during the American War of Independence. Known locally as The French Prison' after a tragic fire in which 54
prisoners, mainly French seamen, died in 1747. The castle was also used as a borough jail from 1791 to the onset of the Great Famine
when it was used as an auxiliary workhouse tending to the starving populace. Overnight Actons Hotel.

Day 6 Kinsale-Tipperary-Cong. After breakfast we depart Kinsale and head north. We stop in Cahir and visit Cahir Castle. Once the
October 23 | stronghold of the powerful Butler family, the castle retains its impressive keep, tower and much of its original defensive structure. It is one

Tuesday of Ireland's largest and best preserved castles. It is situated on a rocky island on the River Suir. We continue north stopping en route in
Galway. It is onto Ashford Castle. This Estate dates back to the 13™ century. Time this afternoon to enjoy the castle. Perhaps you want
to rejuvenate yourself in the state of the art health center.

October 25 | Donegal Castle remains an imperious monument to both Irish and English might. Built by the O’Donnell’s in 1474, it served as the seat of




Thursday | their formidable power until 1607, when the English decided to be rid of pesky Irish chieftains once and for all. Rory O’Donnell was no
pushover, though, torching his own castle before fleeing to France in the infamous Flight of the Earls. Their defeat paved the way for the
Plantation of Ulster by thousands of newly arrived Scots and English Protestants, creating the divisions that still afflict the island to this
day. Return to Ballyfarnon. Overnight Kilronan Castle!
