Day 2 Shannon- Kinsale. Arrival at Shannon Airport where we meet our driver guide and start our journey to Kinsale. Kinsale in County

On your way back to Kinsale may want to stop at one of the jewels in
city’s crown the English Market, Steeped in history, the market was established way back in 1788, and so named because it was
opened by the Protestant corporation which ruled the city at the time. 62 years later, following government reform, an ‘Irish Market’
was established nearby, and though that’s since closed, the English Market has retained its original name. Friendly locals and vendors
will be happy to chat to you about the area, and how it’s grown and developed over the years.
