Day 1, November 6, Friday: Dublin Airport - Waterford 
The tour begins at Dublin Airport! After clearing customs, travelers arriving from the US, along 
with anyone coming in early, are met by your Hammond Tours Irish Driver Guides. We begin our 
travels by making our way to Waterford. As you leave Dublin, you will pass through Bray, a 
coastal town known for its Victorian promenade and stunning seaside views. Continuing south, 
we will pass through Kilkenny, a medieval city famous for its well-preserved castle, winding 
streets, and vibrant arts scene. Along the way, smaller towns such as Carlow and Thomastown 



provide opportunities to see local Irish life, with picturesque landscapes. The journey showcases 
a blend of urban charm and rural beauty, making the trip as enjoyable as the destination itself. 
Dinner & Overnight at The Tower Hotel Waterford. 

BAND NOTES 
Welcome to Ireland! On day one we get the party started right. This is our first night together 
and a chance meet all your fellow travelers and the band. We will have a big dinner with no 
agenda other than getting to know everyone on the trip and enjoying the first of many creamy 
pints… We will also give out your passes for free admission into the gigs. 

 

 
Day 2, November 7, Saturday: Waterford 
After a grand breakfast at our hotel, we will take a drive through Waterford Town, which is 
Ireland’s oldest city - rich in history and culture, with a blend of medieval charm and modern 
vibrancy. Located in the southeast, it sits at the head of Waterford Harbour and is known for its 
Viking heritage - evident in landmarks like Reginald’s Tower. The city has a lively atmosphere 
with bustling streets, local boutiques, and a thriving arts scene. 

Leaving Waterford, we will head to Cashel, a town steeped in history and charm. The town itself 
has a welcoming atmosphere with traditional pubs, local shops, and cultural sites that reflect its 
rich heritage. Cashel is situated in the Golden Vale - an area of lush, rolling pastureland, making 
it a picturesque destination. It is best known for the Rock of Cashel, also known as St. Patrick's 
Rock - one of Ireland’s most iconic historical sites dramatically perched on a limestone outcrop 
in County Tipperary. This medieval complex was once the seat of the Kings of Munster before 
being gifted to the church in 1101. The site features an impressive collection of structures 
including a round tower, a Gothic cathedral, Cormac’s Chapel, and the Hall of the Vicars Choral. 
According to legend, St. Patrick himself visited Cashel and converted King Aenghus to 
Christianity here. The chapel contains the only surviving Romanesque frescoes in Ireland, adding 
to its historical significance. Visitors can explore the ruins and immerse themselves in centuries 
of Irish history. 
Overnight at The Tower Hotel Waterford. 

BAND NOTES 
This will be the first rock show of the trip. After you see the sights, you will head back to the 
hotel and then be brought to the show. This is always a big night as you mingle with the Irish 
fans at opening night of the musical portion of the tour. We encourage very loud singing along. 
Nothing makes us smile more than watching the look of bewilderment on the Irish faces as the 
Americans nail the lyrics to “Foggy Dew.” Make us proud. 

 

 
Day 3, November 8, Sunday: Waterford - Dingle 
Today, after breakfast we will leave Waterford and head to Dingle via Limerick. We travel west 
and make our way into the historic city of Limerick where we will stop for lunch and visit King 
John's Castle—one of Ireland’s most impressive Norman castles, set along the River Shannon. 
After time to explore, we continue our journey west toward the town of Dingle, taking in the 
changing landscapes as we make our way. 



Then we will head to Dingle. The drive from Limerick to Dingle is a breathtaking journey 
through some of Ireland’s most stunning landscapes. The route winds through rugged 
mountains, coastal views, and charming villages. One of the highlights is the Connor Pass, the 
highest mountain pass in Ireland, offering panoramic views of the surrounding valleys and 
coastline. Along the way you’ll pass through Inch Beach, a vast stretch of golden sand popular 
with surfers and walkers. As you approach Dingle, the scenery becomes even more dramatic 
with rolling green hills meeting the Atlantic Ocean. The drive is not just about reaching the 
destination - it’s an experience in itself, filled with natural beauty and rich Irish heritage. 
Overnight at Dingle Skellig Hotel. 

BAND NOTES 
We picked Dingle as the second stop because it is a wonderful place to see and one we have not 
been to before on these Ireland trips. We have not determined whether the next show will be 
on this night or the following one but will keep you posted. If this is not a show night, then we 
will plan to hang out and see what Dingle has to offer. Non-gig nights have a tendency to turn 
into pub crawl nights. 

 

 
Day 4, November 9, Monday: Dingle 
Today we will continue to discover more of Dingle, the quaint town that is a delight to explore, with 
cobblestone streets, cozy pubs, and fresh seafood eateries. Dingle is a captivating blend of natural 
beauty, cultural charm, and historical intrigue. The scenic Slea Head Drive offers sweeping views of 
the Atlantic Ocean, dramatic cliffs, and ancient stone huts, making it one of Ireland’s most 
picturesque coastal routes. In Dingle Town, colorful shopfronts, traditional pubs with live music, 
and artisan boutiques create a warm, welcoming atmosphere. Whether you're walking along 
windswept trails or savoring fresh seafood by the harbor, Dingle delivers a rich and memorable 
experience. 

For those looking for an alternative experience, there will also be an optional excursion to the Cliffs 
of Moher. This is a longer day, but offers the opportunity to visit one of Ireland’s most iconic 
natural landmarks, with dramatic Atlantic views and unforgettable scenery. 

Overnight at Dingle Skellig Hotel.

Much the same as the night before. If it’s a show day, then you will all be brought to the venue 
after your day of festivities. There is nothing better to do on a non-gig day than head out to the 
local pubs and find a session or a great cover band and settle in for the night. 

 



Day 5, November 10, Tuesday: Dingle – Castlemartyr Resort 
Today we depart Dingle and begin our journey east toward Castlemartyr Resort. En route, we stop 
in Killarney, one of Ireland’s most beloved towns, where you will have time at leisure to explore its 
lively streets, boutiques, and cafés. While here, we will also enjoy a traditional jaunting car 
experience through Killarney National Park—an iconic horse-drawn carriage ride led by local 
jarveys, offering a relaxed and memorable way to take in the park’s scenic beauty and timeless 
charm. 
From Killarney, we continue on through the rolling countryside of County Cork to Castlemartyr 
Resort, an exceptional five-star retreat set on a 220-acre private estate. Anchored by an elegant 
18th-century manor house and the evocative ruins of an 800-year-old castle, the resort seamlessly 
blends historic character with contemporary luxury. Surrounded by manicured grounds and 
tranquil parkland, Castlemartyr offers a refined setting complemented by outstanding dining and 
world-class service.

We enjoy two remarkable dinners here: Night one is at Canopy, 
Castlemartyr's signature restaurant, beginning with a Meet and Greet cocktail reception. Night 
two takes it up another notch with "Curated by Terre" — guests start with an aperitif in the 
Knight's Bar before moving into the Kiltha Suite for a banquet-style dining experience, with a 
menu crafted by an exceptional culinary team and wines curated by the Terre sommelier. This is 
five-star Ireland at its finest, and you are going to love it. 

 

 
Day 6, November 11, Wednesday: Castlemartyr Resort 
Today is yours to enjoy at the beautiful Castlemartyr Resort, set on 220 acres of private parkland.

Day 7, November 12, Thursday: Castlemartyr Resort- - Dublin 
Traveling from Castlemartyr Resort to Dublin takes you through some of Ireland's most scenic and 
diverse landscapes, offering a great snapshot of the country's charm and beauty. You'll pass 
through the rolling hills and lush countryside with views of green fields dotted with traditional 
Irish cottages. Heading east, you'll enter County Offaly where you can glimpse the gentle rolling 
terrain and vast farmlands that define the heart of Ireland. We may drive past historic towns like 
Athlone, located on the banks of the Shannon River. As you approach Dublin, the landscape 
gradually becomes more urban with the outskirts of the city coming into view. 
Overnight at The Camden Court Hotel.

The big homecoming show in Dublin!! Always a highlight for the band as this is the biggest gig of 
the trip. Venues will be announced in the coming months but, rest assured, this will be a night 
to remember in the heart of Keith’s hometown. 

 

 
Day 8, November 13, Friday: Dublin 
Today you will enjoy the Dublin Hop-on Hop-off Bus Pass. The bus is a lively and flexible way to 
explore Ireland's capital, especially if you want to soak in the sights without the stress of 
navigating. These open-top double-decker buses loop around the city's most iconic landmarks, 
letting you hop off at any stop that catches your eye - and hop back on when you're ready to roll 
again. You'll pass by must-sees like the Guinness Storehouse, Trinity College, Dublin Castle, and 
Temple Bar, with stops conveniently located near each attraction. The tours are narrated by 
charismatic local guides -true Dubliners with the “gift of the gab”—who mix history, humor, and 
a bit of song into the ride. 
Overnight at The Camden Court Hotel.

The last day and night. Sadness but also a happy exhaustion. You made it. You saw Ireland with 
a rock band and you survived! On this final night we will enjoy hanging out for pictures and 
more delicious creamy pints at the Bleeding Horse bar next door to the hotel as we reminisce 
on the tremendous adventure we’ve been on and look forward to returning home for a 
well-needed rest. We will also distribute signed photos of the band and the rest of your 
souvenir package that is included in your trip cost. We will make sure to get all your tee shirt 
sizes and addresses so we can send you the commemorative shirt once you are back home. Slán 
abhaile, safe travels home and we will see you soon Stateside.
