Limerick City is known as "City of the Broken Treaty", due to the treaty which was signed
surrendering the city to William. King John’s Castle is a fortified 13th century Castle on ‘King’s Island’ in the heart of medieval Limerick.

a cathedral in miniature with a plain, simple cemetery on oneside and a lavish Victorian garden on the other. This is another often
photographed vista from Ireland. Then we head back to Galway. Overnight at the Imperial Hotel in Galway.
